Objectives: On successful completion of this course the learner will be able to:

1. Establish a developmentally appropriate, child-centered art programme for young
children
2. Establish a developmentally appropriate literature programme for young children

3. Establish a developmentally appropriate, child centered music/movement programme
for young children.

Class Format: The course work includes lectures, class discussions, group work, in-class
exercises and labs. Audio-visual material and additional materials will supplement the textbook.

Attendance: Regular attendance is critical to success in CD 1050. The learning largely occurs
through active participation in the in-class experiences in art, literature and music. The
students will be required to apply knowledge gained from in-class tasks and assigned readings
to the course assignments. Should a student be unable to attend a class, it is the student’s
responsibility to acquire material missed and to complete the assigned readings, and assigned
homework. It may not be possible to make up for information presented in weekly labs.
Absence from 10% and over of the scheduled classes will result in a grade of 0% for attendance
and lab participation.
