1. studying poetic forms, rhythm, rhyme, compression of
language in poetry - imagery and ligurative language devices. One
assignment will invelve presenting a poem to the class,

Unit 6 - Resesarch Paper

This paper will be worked on during the entire semester,
Topics may be chosen from any subject matter but must be
approved by the instructor. 5kills developed will include, choosing
a topic, developing a thesis, researching and notetaking, developing
a working outling, writing and rewriting the paper, and learning
format requirements.
